free of language or gestures (physically or in-game) inferring sexual violence or inciting other
forms of violence, spamming, or cheating and use of appropriate screen names.

e Respect all participant and spectator information as private and confidential. All age restrictions,
Terms of Service, and Privacy Policies for each game, client, and program must be strictly
adhered to.
